LIFE IN HGU 

Semester structure 

-The credit from courses are based on the length of teaching hours. 

-One course is usually 3 credits and is equivalent to approximately 2.5 hours of 

class hours per week.  

-Courses are generally held on one of the three categories  

: Monday and Thursday, Tuesday and Friday, and Wednesday 

-How the ECTS - Credit system is calculated: Normally, 3 credits in HGU 

correspond to 5~6 ECTS in European Higher Education. (ECTS * 0.5 and rounding 

off the decimal point) However, the credit conversion depends on the home 

institution's policy.
